	Cushions or chairs for pupils to sit on, if needed
	

	Spare clothes (in case pupils get very muddy or wet)
	

	Camera to record outdoor learning (if needed)
	

	Water bottles for pupils and staff
	

	Sunscreen (high SPF)
	

	Snack for halfway through the session (e.g. fruit or biscuits)
	

	Any other resources needed for planned activities (e.g. craft resources, watering cans)
	

	Health and safety materials

	Hand sanitiser or handwashing station (if handwashing facilities aren’t accessible)
	

	A good supply of disposable tissues
	

	Lidded bins, for disposal of tissues and any other waste (if there aren’t any in the outside area)
