· There’s no specific format for how you publish this information – it’s up to your headteacher to decide

· However, you must publish certain information online. This template will help you to comply with these requirements (but see section below for changes to how you can report on your pupil premium for the 2019/20 academic year due to coronavirus)

· If you’re an academy, you’ll likely need to publish the same information – but do check your funding agreement, as that will specify exactly what you must publish

· You can use this report to share results for specific groups of pupils (not just those eligible for pupil premium) if you wish
· Ofsted won’t expect you to compare pupils eligible for pupil premium against their peers – this is especially true if you have few pupils eligible. If you have large numbers of pupils who are eligible for pupil premium, you may wish to include this comparison
Coronavirus: flexibility in reporting requirements 
The DfE understands that due to coronavirus and school closures, it won't be possible for you to evaluate the impact of your pupil premium for all of the 2019/20 academic year.

Instead, they say you should monitor and report on the grant's impact at the end of the 2020/21 financial year. This report should cover the whole period between September 2019 and March 2021, but you can give most detail about the grant’s use and impact for the period between September 2020 and March 2021. (Note that you can include any changes you made to your pupil premium spending due to coronavirus.)
